Communion Guidelines 

As Catholics, we fully participate in the 

celebration of the Eucharist when we 

receive Holy Communion.      

   The Church sets out specific guide-

lines regarding how we should prepare 

ourselves to receive the LordΩs body 

and blood in Communion.  

    To receive Communion worthily, you 

must  

¶ be in a state of grace 

¶ have made a good confession since 

your last mortal sin 

¶ believe in transubstantiation 

¶ observe the Eucharistic fast of one 

hour 

¶ be free of any  ecclesiastical censure 

such as excommunication.   

    

Communion may be received either in 

the hand or on the tongue.  You may 

also receive from the cup, but we re-

spectfully ask that you bypass the chal-

ice if you are experiencing any signs of 

illness.   

   We also welcome to this celebration 

those who do not share our Catholic 

faith. While we cannot admit them to 

Communion, we ask them to come for-

ward with their arms crossed over their 

chest to receive a blessing from the 

priest. Or they may remain in their 

seats and offer their prayers for the 

peace and the unity of the human fami-

ly.

Mass Confusion? Answers to Questions About the Mass 

Just before the Gospel reading, the cele-
brant leads us in the gesture with our 
thumbs making the sign of the cross on 
our foreheads, lips and hearts.  

But another explanation takes over by 
degrees; an ever-increasing stress is 
placed on the readiness to 
acknowledge GodΩs word with courage. 
 
 . . . The meaning is this: For the word 
which Christ brought and which is set 
down in this book we are willing to 
stand up with a mind that is open, we 
are ready to confess it with our mouth, 
and above all we are determined to 
safeguard it faithfully in our hearts.  
 
The prayers that the priest says silently 
to himself before and after proclaiming 
the Gospel can give us a clue. Before 
the Gospel, the priest bows before the 
altar and silently prays: "Almighty God, 
cleanse my heart and my lips that I 
may worthily proclaim Your Gospel."  

The original idea of this signing of one-
self is probably indicated in the scrip-
tural text frequently cited in this con-
nection, the quotation about the wick-
ed enemy who is anxious to take the 
seed of the word of God away from the 
hearts of hearers (Mark 4:15).  

After the Gospel, he kisses the Gospel 
Book and prays: "May the words of the 
Gospel wipe away our sins." 
 
Through the tradition of the triple cross, 
we are asking the Lord to bless our 
minds and our hearts that they will be 
open to hear the Gospel, so we might 
proclaim through our lips the good news 
of Jesus to all the world. Gospel means 
"good news." 
 
It's a wonderful tradition to remind our-
selves that the words of the Gospel — 
which are about the life, death and res-
urrection of Jesus — have the power to 
transform our lives. So, the next time 
you hear the Gospel proclaimed, think 
about how God wants to change your 
life through these powerful words.
