You may
also receive from the cup, but we re-
spectfully ask that you bypass the chal-
ice if you are experiencing any signs of
illness.

We also welcome to this celebration
those who do not share our Catholic
faith. While we cannot admit them to
Communion, we ask them to come
forward with their arms crossed over
their chest to receive a blessing from
the priest. Or they may remain in their
seats and offer their prayers for the
peace and the unity of the human fam-

ily.
